UPDATE OF BUILDING USE 

Four points to note regarding the update of 
the building use policy that everyone needs 
to take note of: 

1) Please remember to check in using the 
Check In Qld app every time you turn 
up at the church building for any   
meeting or event. 

2) For the love of those around you, 
please do not come to church if you or 
any member of your family have any 
symptoms of flu or covid-19. For Kids 
Church, teachers are required to turn 
away any child showing flu or       
covid-19 symptoms, just as teachers in 
government schools do. Please love 
your brothers and sisters and, if you 
have children attending the Kids 
Church, the teachers, by not coming if 
you have flu or covid-19 symptoms. 
The symptoms, as published by 
Queensland Health, include cough, 
runny nose, sore throat, fever,      
shortness of breath, loss of sense of 
taste or smell, fatigue, vomiting or 
nausea, diarrhoea. 

3) Please observe the single-file system 
when using the stairs. Look in the 
curved mirror for any person already 
on the stairs before you proceed. 
Please lovingly retreat, or give priority 
to others if necessary. 

4) For parents with children in Kids 
Church, please carefully follow the 
teachers’ instructions regarding traffic 
control for child drop-off and pick-up.
