PRAY THAT THE SPIRIT WILL HELP you 
to identify these false ‘saviours’ and 
hopes in your life. Pray that you will have 
the strength and desire to unmask these 
idols and bring them to the cross. Pray 
that you will bring these idols to the light, 
by confessing to God and to others. Pray 
that you will daily return to the true hope 
found in Christ. Pray for conviction to 
believe in the power and hope of          
restoration in our failings.    

 

AS WE CONTINUE TO LIVE IN A broken 
world filled with much suffering, pain and 
difficulties, think hard about the people 
around you—in our church, our homes, 
our neighbourhood—as well as those 
further afield. Think of their needs—
spiritual, emotional, relational, physical—
and pray for them.  

 

JAMES 5:13-16                                             
13 Is anyone among you suffering? Let 
him pray. Is anyone cheerful? Let him sing 
praise.  14 Is anyone among you sick? Let 
him call for the elders of the church, and 
let them pray over him, anointing him 
with oil in the name of the Lord.  15 And 
the prayer of faith will save the one who 
is sick, and the Lord will raise him up. And 
if he has committed sins, he will be     
forgiven.  16 Therefore, confess your sins 
to one another and pray for one another, 
that you may be healed. The prayer of a 
righteous person has great power as it is 
working.  

PRAISE THE LORD JESUS CHRIST for 
being the true hope of the world, through 
whom the grace of God, the promise of 
blessing, the salvation of our sinful souls 
and full redemption of all brokenness is 
found.  

 

THANK GOD FOR GIVING TO US and 
making known to us, with all spiritual 
insight, Jesus Christ, His Son, who is our 
true Saviour. Thank God that He saves us 
from our greatest enemies—sin, death 
and the evil one. Thank God that He    
delivers us from all insecurity and false 
hopes.

Christ alone as our only Saviour. Pray 
that we would be aware of and reject all 
of the ‘functional saviours’ we so often 
and easily grow to depend on.
