health to those who have recovered. Keep 

praying for those who are sick, either with 

COVID or with other health conditions.  

 

PRAY FOR FAMILIES WITH SCHOOL-
AGED CHILDREN as they cope with the 

delay of the start of school. Pray for those 

whose employment and work have been 

impacted by the pandemic.  

 

PRAISE GOD FOR CREATING US         
to belong to Him, to enjoy peace in all its  

fullness, and to enjoy unfettered            

relationship and connection with our     

Creator. Praise God that He provided a 

way to belong to Him again after sin came 

to destroy all that is good. Praise God that 

Jesus came as the Humble King who came 

to give us peace.  

 

THANK GOD THAT JESUS CAME         
to replace the temple as the connection 

point between God and us. Thank and 

praise Jesus for being the Cornerstone.
