Prayer Points

Praise God for His generosity towards us.
Praise Him for not only blessing us with life, and
abundance, but for the deep riches have grace
and mercy we have received in the gospel. Praise
God that he not only forgives and reconciles us,
but also generously gives His Spirit to grow us
and as a guarantee of our future eternal
inheritance. Praise God for the innumerable acts
of generosity God gives towards us.

Pray that the generosity of God would
astonish us and flood us with deep
thankfulness. Pray that this would, in turn, lead
us towards a deep generosity in our own lives. To
give freely, above and beyond, of our finances,
our time, and the sharing of our resources. Pray
for a clear conviction of our unseen eternal reality
