Prayer Points

Monday - Praise him for his plan of
salvation

Ask God to continue to grow us to be a
community who are driven by the
reality-altering truth that Jesus has risen
again. Give thanks to God for including us, as
gentiles, in his plan of salvation and
reconciliation. Praise him for his grace in
saving us through faith alone, and not
through our works.

Tuesday - Pray in response to Acts
21:37-22:29

Pray that we would be a church shaped by
the same scandalous border-breaking grace
that transformed Paul - rejoicing when the
gospel reaches those we least expect. Ask
God to lift our eyes from ourselves to His
beauty, that we might welcome others with
the joy of people who have been welcomed
first.

Wednesday - Pray for the people of Hong
Kong, Singapore and Malaysia

Ask God to be growing and encouraging
more ministry workers for the area. Ask him
to graciously encourage the Christians who
are there to be courageous in sharing the
Gospel lovingly to those around them. Ask
that God would prepare the way before
them, that he'd soften hearts and prepare
them to believe and repent, that more may
be saved and seek to glorify God.

Thursday - Continue to ask God for peace
in Israel/Gaza conflict

Give thanks for the ceasefire agreement
between the nations. Ask God to help
establish a longer term solution, and give
wisdom to the relevant leaders to bring
peace to the region. Give thanks for
Christians in the area, and ask that they'd be
a light to those around them. Ask that those
who have suffered deeply during war would
find eternal peace in Jesus.

Friday - Ask God to sustain those in exams
and times of busyness

For those busy and tired with exams, work
and other parts of life, ask God to help them
to draw near to him, and find their rest in
him. Ask that they'd be sustained through
the busy times, able to focus on him and do
their best in their duties.

Saturday - Ask God that the upcoming
Newcomers Lunch would be effective in
welcoming people and connecting them
with SLE

Give thanks for all of the newcomers who
have been coming to SLE, and who check
out church each Sunday. Ask God to help us
welcome and help them become
established in our community well. Ask that
God might use SLE to grow them to know
and love Jesus better, growing in maturity as
followers of him.
