Ponder (in your own time): 

“In a culture of evangelism, there is an understanding that everyone is 
engaged. Have you ever heard someone say, “Evangelism is not my gift,” 
as if that excused him from sharing his faith? That’s a kindergarten 
understanding of evangelism. All Christians are called to share their faith 
as a point of faithfulness, not gifting (Matt. 28:19).” 

“In a culture of evangelism, the goal is for everyone to share, pray, and 
take opportunities as they come. We can challenge people to come to 
faith, but there are no instructions in the New Testament for a sinner’s 
prayer. We trust God to bring sinners to repentance. Our responsibility is 
to be faithful witnesses—together.”
